1. Log in to myWLC at myWLC.org. 

2. Click on Give in the menu on the le0. 

3. Select the Schedule/History tab. 

4. Click on the black Giving Statement bu�on on the right. 

5. On the next screen select: Type - Family; Date Range - Last Year; then Click
